Dominica has a long-serving history of  

Park Conservation dating back to 1949 when 
its �rst Park Service was established. Today 
three national parks exist, including the 
UNESCO World Heritage Site, Morne Trois 
Pitons National Park; two forest reserves and 
one marine reserve. Our “living classrooms” 
have safely taught hundreds of emerging 
young scientists to appreciate the unique 
biology of our unspoiled, tropical  
oceanic island. 

Flanked by many small villages and farms, 
Dominica’s National Park system is laced with 
a historic network of footpaths, waterfalls and 
rivers. Learning opportunities abound in the 
areas of:

A unique way of learning by doing, service 
learning programs offer students an 
opportunity to work in partnership with 
local community groups, schools, clubs, 
co-ops or NGOs across the country to 
exchange ideas and learn new skills while 
implementing useful community projects.

Our people have taught many high 
school teachers from the United States, 
Canada, and even neighboring islands, 
about our forest and culture. Participants 
take their experiences home to share 
with their students.

Lodging

A variety of small, locally-owned 
accommodations in Dominica are available 
to host student groups. Some will offer 
student rates or special group rates 
(especially from April through October). 
While some hotels can accommodate as 
many as 50 students, the optimal group size 
tends to be 14-28 people to take advantage 
of �ight discounts, lodging sites and logistics.
